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Side Rail Assembly Instructions

 HITCH ASSEMBLY

1.	 Turn locking handles out and place the side rail plates #4 into the base rail holes in truck box, make sure the 
larger yellow/gold colored locking tabs go into the rear bed sockets. Turn the locking handles in, if they do not 
turn in, you can adjust them by removing washers under the handle.  See illustration below.

2.	 Loosely bolt the saddle bracket #3 to the side rails #4 using the 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolts #1, and nylon lock nuts #2 
provided in the bolt package.

3.	 Loosely bolt the cross braces #5 to the side rails #4 using only 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolts #1 and nylon lock nuts #2. 

4.	 Tighten all the bolts.

5.	 Unlock and remove the hitch assembly from the base rails and put to the side for later. 

IMPORTANT NOTE: Apply a little grease or lubricant to the part of the pins that insert into the base rails to help maintain 
smooth operation and rotation of pins and to protect from the elements. Turn the pins occasionally to prevent them 
from seizing.
