There are six (6) on each side and 
one (1) in the center. Remove fascia cover and set aside to be reinstalled later.

2a.	 Some Vehicles: Using an 8MM socket, 
remove the four (4) bolts from the edge of 
the wheel well. Pull back the wheel well 
cover, using a 10MM socket, remove the 
bolt behind the trim (inset). Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

2b.	 Some Vehicles: Using an 8MM socket, 
remove the two (2) bolts (white) and two 
(2) push pins (gray) from the edge of the 
wheel well. Pull back the wheel well cover, 
using a 10MM socket, remove the bolt 
behind the trim (inset). Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

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3.	 Using a T30 Torx, remove the two (2) bolts 
from the fascia, there is one (1) on each 
side.

5.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the four (4) 
bolts on the underside of the vehicle.

6.	 Unsnap the wheel well trim from the 
backside. Then insert a flat head screw 
driver between black and white pieces 
as shown and pull the fascia outward 
to remove. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

4.	 Using a 1/4” drill bit, drill out and remove 
the three (3) pop rivets underneath the 
vehicle in front of the tire. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

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7.	 As the fascia is removed unhook the 
plug on the driver side by pulling out the 
yellow piece and up on the red part to 
unhook. Remove fascia and set aside to 
be reinstalled later.

8.	 Using a 15MM socket, remove the three 
(3) bolts from the frame extension. Using 
a 10MM socket, remove the nut (gray) 
from the frame extension. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle. The frame extension 
will not be reinstalled.

	 Note: Some vehicles may have a metal 
clip instead of a nut (gray).

9.	 Using a 15MM socket, remove the four 
(4) bolts from the bumper. Using a 10MM 
socket, remove the nut (gray) from the 
bumper. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle. Remove the bumper and set 
aside to be reinstalled later.

10.	 On one side of the vehicle, slide the 
baseplate into place and start the three 
(3) existing 10MM bolts with flat washers 
and lock washers. Snug baseplate against 
frame but do not fully tighten at this time.

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11.	 A spacer plate will be placed between the 
bumper and the frame at the top of the 
bumper. Before reinstalling the bumper, 
tape the spacer plate in position on the 
back of the bumper as shown.

12.	 Reinstall bumper with spacer plate 
between the frame and the top of the 
bumper. Start the two (2) 10MM bolts with 
flat washers and lock washers. Do this on 
both sides of the vehicle.

13.	 Slide the other baseplate onto the vehicle 
between the bumper and the frame. Start 
the three (3) existing 10MM bolts with 
flat washers and lock washers. Ensure 
the top of the baseplate is up against the 
bottom of the bumper on both sides of the 
vehicle.

14.	 Install the bottom two (2) 10MM bolts with 
flat washers and lock washers into the 
bottom holes of the bumper. Do this on 
both sides of the vehicle.

15.	 Place bracket on top of the bumper and 
secure to baseplate using two (2) 3/8” x 
4-1/2” bolts with nylon lock nuts. Do this 
on both sides of the vehicle.

Cut 
a hole in the top of the shutter housing to run electrical through and install electrical bracket 
using two (2) 1/4” bolts with hardware (right).

20.	 Optional: Trim fascia to allow room for 
breakaway switch. Attach breakaway 
switch to the electrical mounting bracket 
using one (1) 1/4” bolt and nut (gray).

19.	 Shutter Models: Mark and trim shutter 
as shown before reinstalling.

The principle function of the permanent baseplate safety cables is to prevent the towed vehicle from 
breaking loose in the event the connection between the frame of the towed vehicle and the baseplate 
fails or becomes disconnected. The cables must be connected from the baseplate to the frame rail 
or cross member of the vehicle’s frame. The illustrations below show the possible arrangements 
recommended by Blue Ox®. Each permanent baseplate safety cable must have an adequate weight 
rating for the towing system. The weight rating of the two (2) cables together will not qualify. 

Do not mount the permanent baseplate safety cables against wires, hoses or brake lines.
These permanent baseplate safety cables should remain installed as long as the baseplate is 
installed on the vehicle. Permanent baseplate safety cables are to be used in conjunction with, 
and NOT a replacement for legally required safety cables attaching the towed vehicle to the towing 
vehicle.
